Jude followed Jesus.   He lived with Jesus, fled from Him during His Passion  and rejoined
Jesus at the resurrection.    At Pentecost Jude was filled with the Holy Spirit and burned with
a desire to spread the Good News to all.

       St. Jude probably preached the Gospel in Judea, Samaria, and Libya.   He is reported as
suffering martyrdom together with Simon the Zealot in Persia.

      Jude has been pictured with a club, the instrument of his death, and with a flame over his
head to show the Spirits coming upon him at Pentecost.   He carried an image of Christ
which he reportedly did in curing an official. 

      Traditionally, St. Jude the apostle is identified as the author of the “Letter of Jude” in the
New Testament.   He is known as the saint of hopeless cases.  He is mentioned in Eucharistic
